SAMIR QORBANTI, born June 18, 2010 and ROKHSAR QORBANI, born December 13,
2013. Plaintiff is not now pregnant.

5. The minor children have physically resided in the State of Nevada for more
than six months preceding the filing of this Complaint. No other State has entered any
orders as to the care, custody, or support of either child. Nevada has child custody
jurisdiction over the children pursuant to the UCCJEA and NRS chapter 125A.

6. Plaintiff should be awarded sole legal custody of the minor children. The
Plaintiff should be awarded sole physical custody of SAMIR QORBANI and ROKHSAR
QORBANI.

7. Child support should be set pursuant to Nevada law.

8. Neither parent should pay spousal support or alimony.

9. Plaintiff SEDIQEH SADEQI is not requesting that her name be restored to
her former name, and shall continue to be known as SEDIQEH SADEQI.

10.  The parties have no community property and no community debts to be
equitably divided by the Court.
